Passion (Palm) Sunday, March 29, 2015

On Passion Sunday we begin Holy Week with

the celebration of the Lord Jesus’ triumphal entry

into Jerusalem. Before the 9 am, 11 am, and 6 pm
Masses, we gather outside church for the “Blessing of the
Palms”.
